Humility, they say, is the solid foundation of all virtues. Without it, no other 

virtue can thrive. And no one can best exemplify this except our Lord Jesus Christ. 
St. Paul, in his letter to the Philippians, explains how Jesus Christ left His glory in 
heaven and came down on earth to redeem the human race; “Who being in the 
very nature of God, did not consider equality with God something to be grasped but 
made Himself nothing…” (Phil. 2:6).  Although Jesus was God, He humbled Himself 
to the point of servanthood, suffering and death at the cross. Jesus gladly 
submitted to the authority of the Father. He obeyed to be born of a woman and 
lived a simple life on earth that involved suffering and pain. He obeyed His earthly 
parents and the will of God in His life.
